The center’s PupArt Educational Outreach Program for under privileged community children will launch at the event and ends Aug. 3. The artwork of AFAS members who will serve as mentors to children in the program will exhibit their artwork in the new space for the Unleashed Arts Center opening night.
“Education is a key focus of the group and this new Center will not only give local artists a place to work, but it will enable us to better provide education and outreach opportunities to individuals, community groups, as well our own AFAS artists that now total over 200,” said Harry Knabb, Founding Member, AFAS.
